2023 Impact

e Last year, with your help, we processed 71 donated pigs, and the Community Foundation for
Perry County (CFPC) purchased an additional 49 pigs totaling over 13,125 pounds of sausage to
help feed nearly 18,513 people in Perry County through the Fill the Freezer Campaign. Perry
County food pantries received the processed sausage from this campaign and served the

following residents.

2024 Need

e In the first two-months of 2024, Perry County pantries have provided food assistance
approximately 50% more times than the first two months of 2023 (2023: 3,510 vs 2024: 3,676).

e This increase in foot traffic since January is likely due to inflation and other economic factors.

e No one goes hungry in Perry County. That is the goal of the CFPC Hunger Fund. We need your
